Main Idea
Solomon’s temple is furnished for worship 
with great artistry. 

In class today . . .
. . . we learned about the special 
things that were in Solomon’s 
temple that helped the people 
worship God. We took a tour of 

the temple in our minds to imagine what Solomon’s 
temple might have looked like. We looked at 
things in our church that help us worship God, like 
the Bible, the communion cup and plate, and the 
baptismal font. We viewed other special things in 
our church that remind us of God’s presence. We 
created art to help us remember these special spaces. 

Talk with your child about . . . 
. . . what reminds you of God’s presence in your 
daily life. Look around your home and community. 
Name things that help you know that God is with 
you. Think about how these special things help you 
worship God. 

Special Place Scavenger Hunt
The temple was a special place for the people to 
worship God and remember God’s presence with 
them. Go on a scavenger hunt in your home to find 
the special places where you know God is with  
you. Talk about why these places are special to  
your family. Here are some ideas to get you started. 
Look for:

•	 Places where you pray
•	 �Other places where you feel God is with you

You may want to take a camera or notepad with you 
to take or draw pictures of these special places. Put 
the pictures together into a booklet or album. Be sure 
to leave room for new special places!
