Main Idea
King Solomon assembles the people of Israel 
at the new temple for a great festival of 
worship and praise. 

In class today . . .
. . . we learned that worship is an 
act of turning toward God. We 
turn ourselves toward the One 
who gives us hope and meaning 

in our lives. We discovered some of the elements of 
worship and looked at how our worship services are 
like those in the temple during Solomon’s time. 

Talk with your child about . . . 
. . . what worship means to you. How is worship 
meaningful to you? What is your favorite part of 
the service? Share what you enjoy about a favorite 
worship service during the year. Share a memory of 
a favorite worship service in your lifetime. 

Play “Church”
Have your child act out a worship service 
using dolls, stuffed animals, or action figures. 
Remind them of the people to include in worship 
(parishioners, pastors, singers, liturgists) and the 
parts of worship that need to be included. Can they 
remember what order things happen in? Take turns 
with your child playing different roles—don’t be 
afraid to let them be the parent, or the pastor!
