Two phases this year… 
OCTOBER - DECEMBER 

 Program will be at Incarnate Word (IW)  

 We will order pre-made meals (pizza, subs, etc.).  No kitchen crew needed. 

 Due to space, we will not offer “Early Show” for children at 5 pm 

JANUARY - APRIL 

 Program will be at Third Church (TPC) 

 We will utilize the new kitchen to make meals – kitchen crew on duty 

 “Early Show” is available to families who arrive at 5 pm  
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Expectations of Parents 
 This is a parent-run program 

 There is a volunteer position for everyone’s schedule! 

 You are required to volunteer for half of the program 

 Half of the sessions (workshop leaders, kitchen crew (2011), childcare helpers) 

 Part of every session (table parents, early show leader (2011))

 Every week commitment from 6 – 7 p.m. 

 Table parents are assigned a table with 5 children.  Table seating remains the same each week. 

 Before dinner:  help set-up dining area at IW 

 During dinner:  assist children with dinner-time needs, engage conversation, help manage dinner-

time behavior  

 After dinner:  help clean-up dining room 

Kitchen Crew 
 Kristen Hallagan is leading this group 

 There is no need for a kitchen crew while we are at Incarnate Word (Oct – Dec) 

 Individuals who sign up for Kitchen Crew will assist during a workshop in Rotation 1 or Rotation 2 

 Kitchen Crew will be on duty starting January 2011 at Third in the new kitchen. 

 2 teams of 5 people 

 every other week commitment (team A, team B) 
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Childcare Helpers 
 Help every other week from 5:20-7:30pm. 

 Two teams of two people are needed 

 Care for children ages 6 months - kindergarten 

 Serve, eat and clean up dinner with this group of children

 Four Rotations, five weeks each 

 Becky will lead the introductory session, workshop leaders will lead four sessions (workshop 

leaders should attend introductory session) 

 Leaders are asked to lead two rotations (half) 

 Workshops are offered to 1st - 2nd graders before dinner and 3rd - 6th graders after dinner. 

 Leaders will work with Becky to develop lessons 

 Teams of two people will teach together 

 ROTATION 1:  The call of Samuel 

(10/6 (Rotation intro.), 10/13, 10/20, 10,27 and 11/3) 

 Possible workshop ideas 

 How are we called in our daily lives? 

 Listening games (whisper in someone’s ear, identify voices of the church) (Christie Lutzer)  

 Crafts:  Decorate pillow cases, use black paper/pastels to illustrate the story, make journals for 

travelers to take on New Orleans Mission Trips 

 Other stories in the Bible of people who have been called (Abraham, Moses, Isaiah, Jeremiah) 

 Drama: re-write the story in modern times (Shannan Monrad)
